What is the Young Archaeologists’ Club?

Your child has just joined a Branch of YAC. This is a UK-wide organisation and is part of the Council for British Archaeology (CBA). Branches in Scotland are also supported by Archaeology Scotland (formerly the Council for Scottish Archaeology), a partner organisation of the CBA. YAC operates on two levels:
· Locally, through a network of volunteer-run branches

· Nationally, through a UK-wide club with a quarterly magazine, membership pack, residential holidays and membership benefits such as the YAC Pass which allows free or discounted entry to heritage sites across the UK

Who runs YAC Branches?

Most Branches are run by volunteers and are based at a wide range of venues such as museums, archaeological units, archaeological societies, schools and universities. Branch Leaders all have to complete an application form, which includes providing two references, as well as obtain a YAC Disclosure (police records) check.
